PULPITIS

Bacteria and food debris in the stagnation areas form a thin tenacious film called plague on
the tooth surface. Acid forms in this plaque and eats through enamel until it reaches dentine. As
enamel has no nerves the first stage is quite painless but once the dentine is breached, caries is then
involving the sensitive part of a tooth and pain is sure to occur.

Pulpitis is known to occur when caries extends through the dentine to reach the pulp. The
pulp is then said to be exposed and the sequence of events being described as inflammation follows.

There is an increased blood flow through the apical foramen into the pulp. Swelling cannot
occur, however, as the pulp is confined within the rigid walls of the root canal and pulp chamber.
Pressure builds up instead and causes intense pain, a much more important result of this pressure,
however, being compression of the blood vessels passing through the tiny apical foramen. This cuts
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off the blood supply and causes the pulp to die. If the pulp dies, its nerves die too, and the severe
toothache stops abruptly. But the respite is short as pulp death leads to another very painful condition
called alveolar abscess.

Pulpitis may be acute or chronic. It has many causes, apart from caries, but always ends in
pulp death.

DISEASES OF THE ORAL MUCOSA

The oral mucosa and particularly the mucosa of the tongue may be considered to be a
barometer which, if correctly interpreted, gives valuable diagnostic information. Changes in color
and appearance of the mucosa, coating of the tongue are known to be temporary signs of some
somatic disturbance. More permanent changes, such as hypertrophy and keratinization, may be
manifestation of a complex general condition and not merely a local disease. As oral lesions are
seldom purely local in nature, dentists require a good background of general medicine to diagnose
and treat oral diseases.

The complicated etiology of the disease of the oral mucosa makes classification of them
difficult. We may speak of general oral symptoms, color, pigmentation, xerostomia, ptialism being
few examples of them. Injuring of the oral tissues, such as traumas or thermal burns, hormonal
disturbances, general inflammatory disease, anemia in its different forms, virus diseases and
infectious ones, oral diseases of metabolic origin can be added to this list.

If so many factors hadn't been involved in the etiology of oral disease, examination of the
patient wouldn't have required a great deal of experience. Besides this examination should be
systemic and of searching character. Factors of systemic nature as well as the local changes caused
by the disease are sure to influence greatly the way of treatment.

ALVEOLAR PYORRHEA

Alveolar pyorrhea, chronic destructive periodontal disease, has been understood to be among

the diseases with highest morbidity for human. Still its mechanism for development does not seem to
have been fully clarified.
In alveolar pyorrhea, etiological factors are usually classified as being either local or systemic.
Systemic etiologic factors accelerate the clinical symptoms, diminish the effects of local treatment,
and make it easy for alveolar pyorrhea to recur. In order to avoid these undesirable disturbances due
to systemic factors, it is necessary to treat the patient with so-called "systemic therapy".

The salivary gland hormone was proved to have a strong biological action on the
mesenchymal tissues of the whole body, the teeth, the periodontal tissues and the alveolar bones
being especially influenced.

There are two kinds of salivary gland hormones: Parotin and Saliva-Parotin. The injection of
proper dosage of this hormone: 1) increases the white blood cells in the blood stream, 2) decreases
serum calcium content and 3) accelerates the calcification of the dentine.

Since the salivary gland hormone has such biological actions, it could easily be inferred that
this hormone will work effectively on alveolar pyorrhea which mostly be due to the dystrophy of the
periodontal tissues.

URGENT TREATMENT CAN SAVE THE TOOTH AND THE SMILE

Despite continuing improvements in oral health one of four children in Britain suffers some
form of injury to their front teeth. Fortunately, the clinical and technological advances made recently
in dentistry will ensure that most of these children keep their smiles.

If one or more adult teeth are knocked completely out in a fight or some sort of accident they
must be put back into appropriate socked as soon as possible. This does not apply to the first dentition
because the developing adult tooth may be damaged too. Doctors have two options when confronted
by a child with a tooth in his hand. The first is to replant the tooth back into its socked and refer the
child immediately to a dentist for splinting. If replantation cannot be done, the tooth must be stored
in milk or physical saline. The tooth must be kept moist because periodontal cells on the root dry out
and die and reattachment becomes impossible. If the tooth is kept moist in the appropriate medium it
can be replanted up to 24 hours after the accident with some chance of success. Children suffering
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from this type of injury are administered a 5 day course of antibiotics and, if necessary, a tetanus
booster.

One recent survey in west England found that up to 80% of doctors were unaware of the best
way to deal with an avulsed permanent teeth.

PREVENTIVE DENTISTRY

Preventive dentistry is a large component of dental public health service, the objective of
which are to prevent a) factors which predispose to disease; b) the disease itself; c) the
complications of disease; d) factors which interfere with rehabilitation.

There are five threats to dental health.

The first major dental health problem is sure to be that of caries. In some countries, almost
100% of the population is affected by caries, children's teeth being involved at the age of two years
or even younger. The second important problem is that of periodontal disease. While caries has
sometimes been described as a young people's disease, periodontal disorders are known to the first
rank in importance among patients over 35 and in the developing countries even earlier. Periodontal
diseases (that is the diseases of the gums and supporting structures for the teeth themselves), may
take many forms, from simple gingivitis — inflamed gums — to serious destructive diseases that can
lead to total tooth loss. Dentists know malocclusion to be the name for the various causes of a faulty
relationship between the teeth of the upper and lower jaws. This condition may lead to periodontal
inflammation and may be a predisposing factor in caries attack.

Severe congenital anomalies, such as cleft lip or cleft palate that can be corrected are the
fourth important problem. Finally, there is a grave problem of cancer of the mouth and adjoining
regions. Here the dentist has an extremely important role to play in the early detection of any
suspicious lesions.
