1. The fixed capital of the company "Electronics"” is estimated at 30 million rubles. Its service
life is 5 years. Three years later, as a result of technical innovations, the market price of similar
equipment decreased by 20%. What will happen to the fixed capital of the firm in this situation
and what will be its losses?

Sample solution to the problem:

The fixed capital of the company will depreciate and its direct losses will amount to 2.4 million
rubles.

(30 - 30/5 * 3) \u003d 12 million rubles. (cost including depreciation after 3 years; 12 * 20/100
= 2.4 million rubles - direct losses)

2. A medical institution provides paid medical services. Within a month, 200 consultations were
provided by a neurologist at a price of 100 rubles. The following month, as a result of the social
and economic policy of the state, the income of the population increased by 25%. The number of
consultations has increased to 220.

Calculate the income elasticity of demand for medical services provided by this medical
institution. Give it a rating.

Sample solution to the problem: E \u003d (220-200) / 200 / 0.25 \u003d 0.4
The income elasticity of demand is 0.4. This means that the population considers this
service to be an essential service.
