- To carry out novocaine blockades, primary surgical treatment of wounds, opening of
abscesses;

- Provide care and treatment in the postoperative period;

- Correctly draw up medical documentation in the clinic and hospital;

- Carry out a performance appraisal,

- Organize and conduct clinical examination of patients with a surgical profile.
