The purpose and objectives of mastering the academic discipline Foreign
language (hereinafter — the discipline):

1.1. The purpose of mastering the discipline: participation in forming the relevant
competencies:

The purpose of professionally-oriented foreign language teaching at the medical
university is the development of communicative competence by future pharmacists, mastering
oral and written communication in a foreign language as a means of information activity and
further self-education. This goal is complex, including practical (communicative) and
educational goals. Communicative competence is also complex and includes: linguistic
competence, which allows to use grammatically correct forms and syntactic constructions in
speech, understanding speech segments organized according to the norms of the Russian
language; speech competence, which allows to formulate one’s thoughts in the process of
communication, to solve language issues that are relevant for students, receive professionally
significant information using different types of reading; sociocultural competence which means
supporting communication to the satisfaction of other cultures.

1.2. Tasks of the discipline:

- to ensure that students acquire communicative competence at the level which will allow
the use of the foreign language as the language of educational, professional and scientific
activities, and for further self-education;

- to explain the fundamental difference between the two forms of the language: oral and
written;

- to teach the basic language forms and expressions for conveying certain types of
communicative intentions;

- to introduce the patterns for constructing complex and derivative words, general
scientific medical and basic pharmaceutical terms in texts and in oral communication;

- to teach the main types of reading: intensive, skimming, scanning, extensive;

- to teach to use dictionaries and to translate the content of the text adequately for its
accurate understanding;

- to teach to express one's thoughts using the acquired language means and developed
skills, and to understand partners relevantly to the situation (sociocultural competence).

1.3. Requirements to the deliverables of mastering the discipline

As a result of completing the discipline, the student should

Know: the language system of the Russian language (phonetics, vocabulary, word
formation, morphology, syntax).

Be able to: use the studied phonetic, lexical, morphological, syntactic units in various
language activities (reading, writing, listening, speaking) in accordance with the conversation.

Possess: in different communication spheres and types of speech (reading, writing,
listening, speaking) according to communication requirements.
